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""Correct administrative system" in the light of the opinions of the
Guardian Council

Abstract

According to Article 94 of the Constitution of the Islamic Republic of Iran, the Guardian Council is
required to review the resolutions of the Islamic Council in terms of compliance with the standards of
Islam and the Constitution. In order to fulfill this duty, one of the frequent principles of the constitution
that is of interest to the Guardian Council is the third principle of the constitution based on the duties
of the government of the Islamic Republic of Iran in 16 paragraphs. The 10th paragraph of this principle
has proposed "creating a correct administrative system™ as one of the duties of the government. The
term "correct administrative system" is ambiguous and there are many interpretations of it; Therefore,
it is necessary to remove the ambiguity from this phrase, and based on the above premises, the analysis
of the opinions of the Guardian Council seems to be effective in order to achieve this important goal.
Therefore, the current research is trying to answer the question, "What is the concept of correct
administrative system according to the faults of the Guardian Council?", with a descriptive-analytical
method. Since the administrative system itself consists of structures, relationships, policies, processes
and administrative procedures, its correctness and competence requires its adherence to certain
principles, which understanding what a correct administrative system is based on the opinions of the
Guardian Council is at risk of extracting these principles from the opinions of the Council. Therefore,
this research, by placing the derived principles in the current literature of legal science, analyzes these
principles in terms of subject in two categories; First, the principles governing the administrative
organization are examined in the two sections of the organizational structure and recruitment of human
resources, and then the principles governing the administrative actions are examined in the three
sections of the general principles, providing public services and collecting public expenses.
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
